nance applications will be initiated. .
Giving details of the project Chief Coordinator (e-Governance Project), KU and Se-
nior Scientist Er Maroof Qadri said that Directorate of IT&SS approached Ministry of
Communication & Information Technology, Govt. of India for bulk SMS services for
its academic use and the said service has been provided under National Mobile Gov-
ernance Initiative of Govt. of India.
He said “The Directorate of IT&SS of the University has implemented this service un-
der the ongoing e-governance project at the University.”
On the occasion Qadri also gave a detailed presentation on the use of SMS service for
the e-governance applications of the University.
Dean Academic Affairs KU Prof AM Shah, Registrar KU Prof Zaffar A Reishi, Con-
troller of Examinations Prof AS Bhat and Director IT&SS Prof SMK Quadri were also
present during the launching ceremony.
